BELL, HARVEY CARROLL (1917 ~) Harvey Carroll "Dulie" Bell, Jr., Member, Board of Regents, Texas A&M University System, was born June 27, 1917, in Caldwell, Texas, to Harvey Carroll, Sr. and Mozelle (Duckworth) Bell. After graduating from Caldwell High School in 1935, he attended the Agricultural and Mechanical College of Texas, now called Texas A&M University. While in college, Dulie worked many different jobs to make tuition money. He chopped weeds in the landscape arts department, ran the candy concessions at Bizzell Hall, and waited tables at local restaurants. 

After graduating with a Bachelor of Liberal Arts degree in 1939, Dulie took a job in the credit department of Sears, Roebuck and Company in Houston. Working during the Great Depression was difficult, as he had to collect installments and repossess the personal items of those who were suffering through the Depression. 

By early 1941, global tensions were strengthening and Dulie volunteered for military service, prior to the United States entry into the World War II . He left Ruth, his new wife, in Austin when he received his overseas assignment. Leaving Fort Sam Houston in San Antonio, Dulie headed for Northern Ireland. The invasion of France found him serving as an infantry company commander with Company L, 9th Infantry Regiment of the 2nd Division of the United States Army. He was seriously wounded in action at Normandy on June 9, 1944, the same day that his daughter, Carolyn, was born in Texas. For his service and wounds, Dulie received the Bronze Star, the Purple Heart, the European-African-Middle East Campaign Medal, the World War II Victory Medal, the American Campaign Medal and the Medal of Jubilee for Liberty from France for the Normandy Invasion. 

After two years of recuperating from his wounds, Dulie retired from the Army with the rank of major. In 1946, he returned to Austin and founded Central Texas Equipment Company and served as its president and chief executive officer for over fifty-two years. He was also an officer of two subsidiary companies and served on the boards of several Austin area banks. 

Dulie has also made many civic contributions and is widely known for sharing his time, organizational talents and resources to enhance the life of his city and state. He has been honored and recognized with numerous awards, including the State Highway and Public Transportation Commission's Road Hand Award, the Air Force Association's "Man of the Year Award," the Counseling and the Pastoral Care Center's Outstanding Citizen of Austin Award. 

Dulie also served as the chairperson of the Austin Area Research Organization and as Co-Chair for the Citizens for the Mopac Highway in Austin, and as president of the Capitol City A&M Club, for which he received the annual service award. Dulie has also served the City of Austin as President of the Chamber of Commerce, Chairman of the Salvation Army Board and Chairman of the Board for the Metropolitan Transportation Authority. 

In 1971, Dulie was appointed to the Board of Regents of the Texas A&M University System by Governor, and good friend, Preston Smith. He was later re-appointed by another good friend, Governor Dolph Briscoe. In all, he served twelve years as a Regent and was honored by having the H. C. "Dulie" Bell Building named for him. Currently, he is a member of the Heep/Texas A&M University Foundation, is retired and is an avid hunter and fisherman. 
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
